Lay the groundsheet as flat as possible. to the tent by using the velcro.

CARING FOR YOUR TENT:

e Keep it clean: Don’t set up your tent in the mud, avoid putting muddy clothing and gear in the sleeping
compartments as sand and dirt can scratch the water proof coating and damage zippers

e UV light can accelerate fabric degradation. Therefore, set up your tent in the shade when possible and use
the rain fly to protect the inner tent

e To prolong the life of your tent floor, we recommend the use of a tent footprint or separate sheet of PE
(tarpaulin) fabric underneath the tent floor to protect against abrasion

e  When packing up, shake out dirt and sand as much as possible

e At home, clean your tent with a damp cloth, never use harsh cleaning chemicals, and air dry

e When storing, allow the tent to sit loosely to prevent creases
